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 Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present "Jacob’s Ladders," recent works by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning molecular biologist working as a visual artist for the past decade. Also featured in this exhibition, are large aluminum prints from Gilbert’s “Black & White” series. 

Seeking a three-dimensional affect on a two-dimensional surface, Gilbert creates striking abstract forms based on geometrical patterns.  “My most recent work lies in pure abstractions based on overlapping separate images to create novel forms and color patterns,” Gilbert said.  In “Black & White,” Gilbert plays with the effects of monochromatic light, surprising us by their daring combination of modernity with the spiritual.  
 

Gilbert had a long career as a scientist, winning a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in discovering a rapid DNA gene sequencing method.  As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could be invisible to the ordinary eye. "I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture,” he said.
