Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present “Black & Blue,” recent paintings and photographs by Nahid Khaki.  As the title suggests, the main colors in this body of work are black and blue.  

The subject matter of this on-going series of photographs are different objects including artist’s hand, a box, a dress and so on photographed against the blue background.  The paintings are dream-like landscapes with black trees against the blue background. The canvases are mostly painted in different shades of blues - conceptually representing the sky and earth in the background, and a group of trees painted mostly in black in the foreground.   

According to Khaki: “To create art is to make a statement about life in general or react to ones life. This body of work is not as much about representing a landscape (in the paintings) or creating a still-life (in the photographs) - as much as it is about a state of mind.   These landscapes (land-escape) and still-lives are escapes to the dimension of solitude and meditation. In these transitory moments one finds refuge in losing time, in becoming present and in being part of the blue background (being).  The black trees (trees of life) in the foreground of the paintings are suggestive of one’s existence.   The solid blue background is the life in general – and the state of being… The objects in the photographs like the hand or the dress -  are representative of artist’s life and existence in the present – against the blue background which is suggesting of life in general – and the state of being.  It is by being in the now and present that one creates art…”
