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“Inscapes II” photographs  &  “Black and Blue”  paintings

Khaki Gallery is pleased to present new images in photography and painting by Nahid Khaki.   
The Inscapes II  photographs featured in this exhibition are the most recent images and the second installment of her Inscapes series.   To Khaki Inscapes are moments of refuge in a landscape (land-escape) - or an escape to meditate in solitude in a transitory moment in time.   Khaki finds herself getting lost in time, and becoming part of the landscape,  yet at the same time  detached from it so she can document the moment.  These images are not about actual landscapes as much as they are about a state of  mind of the artist.  A moment when life stops  - when heart stops - when one gasps in the awe of the moment.  Some of the images in this body of work are of the same location in different times - for example, the images from Lake Waban  in Wellesley which were taken in the past few months.   Khaki has repeatedly photographed this location for its strong magnetic-like pull.  Although, earth, water and sky,  the main components of this amazing location,  are the basic ingredients for most powerful images in landscape photography, one cannot deny the emotional, intellectual and conceptual aspects of the artist’s perception in creating these powerful images.  All

images were  captured with a Nikon P1 digital camera and printed on Archival photographic paper without modification to the image.     
The Black and Blue paintings are Khaki’s most recent paintings, done in 
the past few months.   As the title indicates, the main colors in
this group of work are black and blue.  The canvases are mostly painted in 

different shades of blues conceptually representing the sky and earth, and  in the foreground, a group of trees painted mostly in black.  As in the Inscapes II photographs, this body of work is not as much about representing
a landscape  as much as it is about the  state of mind of the artist .  Black and blue are not only Khaki’s favorite  colors but also the most  appropriate colors in suggesting the artist’s mood at this point in life.   Khaki finds peace and tranquility in blues, while, for her, black is the color of angst and uncertainty.   Being almost in the mid-point of  life (almost half a century of age), Khaki re-evaluates her existence in the Black and Blue paintings.
