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Khaki Gallery Wellesley is pleased to present “Bog Series,” recent sculptural works and paintings by J.R. Ringdahl.   “Bog Series” is a colorful and provocative statement about life, death and the unseen energy that is the life force.  There are 13 works featured in this exhibition. 
In his sculptural works, Ringdahl has suspended in time a plethora of various fruit and other elements from nature at various stages of the decomposition process by immersing them into clear, epoxy resin and arranging these elements to create compositions.  The results are colorful and provocative and sometimes a disturbing statement about the degeneration of life and rebirth into other forms of life energy.  The artist challenges the viewer’s perceptions about aging, beauty and the passage of time.  “My work is an effort to explore expressions of ever evolving life force, that dynamic energy that cannot be created or destroyed, ...A documentation of the stages of deterioration, of the physical form is profound and sometimes  disturbing…” the artist says. 
Ringdahl’s paintings are an amalgam of subtle color shifts and a lush gestural abstraction that combined with a wet, glossy surface enhances the internal, layered composition and reflects the surrounding environment.  These paintings are slowly built up from layers of oil paint that are frozen by thin layers of clear resin.  

J. R. Ringdahl is an emerging artist living in Massachusetts.  He received a Bachelor of Fine Arts from Rochester Institute of Technology in 1986.  

He has exhibited widely in Boston and surroundings.
