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Khaki Gallery is pleased to present “Day & Night,” photographs by 
Mara Brod and Elizabeth Jerome.   In this exhibition, Mara Brod 
takes us on a daylight journey through the suburbs, while  Elizabeth
Jerome  travels into the darkness where unexpected surprises awaits us

in the lonely night hours.  There is a strong sense of human presence in both 

of these artist’s work, even though there are no people in view.

Mara Brod graduated from the New England School of Photography in Boston in 2004 and lives in Somerville, Massachusetts.  Brod  views her pictures as “ glances frozen in time; each picture describing a scene in our field of vision, but one that we don’t truly see – shapes and  light we  glimpse while on our way to something else.  My goal is to capture  unintened visual  rhythm.   While creating this series, certain words would come to mind:  memory, purity, permanence, melancholy, unease….”  All pictures in this  series are C-prints, hand-printed by the artist from negatives in the darkroom without any digital manipulation.  The warm color palette and soft focus are intentional.   

Elizabeth Jerome is originally from Dallas, Texas and graduated from the School of the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston in 2006.  Her extensive travels have taken her to live in New York, Boston, Detroit areas, where as a new-

comer, Jerome uses her camera as a means to tour her new locale during 
the lonely hours of night: “The sites are chosen using the tools of street photography: exploration and waiting.  All are places I consider home: where I was raised, where my family first settled, where my education led me, where I found work.  This project allows me to understand a new culture

from observation, without being accepted as a newcomer.  This project is an education through immersion, testing my ‘American’ fluency level.”   

The photographs are taken with 35 mm or medium format   Kodak 400 speed film, processed straight and printed in the darkroom.  The images are shot without flash or tripod, using the landscape to steady the camera for the long exposures.
