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Khaki Gallery is pleased to present “Emergence”, photographs, paintings, drawings, collages and wall sculptures by four graduate and undergraduate students from the School of Museum of Fine Arts Boston.   Four emerging artists with different approaches in their art and vision toward life.  

Maria Janosko’s work involves the investigation of environmental complexity, chaos and organization into a two-dimensional visual surface.  Janosko strives to find the tension between order and chaos.  In her own words, “Within my artwork I aim to explore a world that is at once structured and ordered yet at other times chaotic and unpredictable.  I am interested in representing the point where there is enough chaos for novelty and creativity but also enough order for consistency and patterns to endure.”

Moreover, Janosko’s work is an investigation of pattern recognition through the process.  She aims to deviate her mind away from set patterns but rather discover the patterns as they evolve. Ultimately, she finds the tension between order and chaos.

Barry Osbourn’s creative drive lies in the spirit of exploration, discovery and experimentation.  In his work, he investigate issues of deterioration, 

alienation and reclamation like his photographs titled  “Salvage Yard” series. 

In his own words: “I am most satisfied in an unrestrictive state of flux investigating a broad range of issues from the personal to the sociocultural.  I am currently engaged in a comfortable flow between painting, photography, collage, computer arts, and sound.  I am intrigued by various viewpoints as they relate to beauty, culture, economics, psychology and growing number of other topics.  By investigating the micro and macro zoom, irregular cropping, the juxtaposition of radical fiction with constructed reality/fiction, simultaneous environments and transformations I hope to open up dialogue about how we construct and deconstruct our world.”  
Rob Pettit explores the aspects of media dominated culture.   In his work,  

Pettit uses acetone transfers and direct collage from popular media and 
applies it to his paintings or wall sculptures.   In his own words: “In this over saturated media we live with today, the information we are getting tends to be blurred and vague.  We need to take the time to see the difference in all the layers behind what is shown to us.  Over-information clouds our vision of reality.”   Pettit’s process consists of creating geometric grids on wood panels to which he applies resin.  By creating  many layers of resin he is able to give a physical space between layers.  Later by burning his panels with torches he seeks to show loss of time in our ever changing surroundings.  
Cullen Washington in this series of works focuses on developing  a universal 
figurative image with a cultural reference.  His source of inspiration is readings by Carl Jung on the collective unconscious and archetypal images that transcend all cultures and races.  From this viewpoint, Washington creates images that embody the human figure as an illustration of the anima and the animus with an Africanesque connotation. In his own words: “My
works speak to the emotion and the mind of the viewer.”
