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WALLY  GILBERT

Khaki Gallery is pleased to present “In Color,” photographs by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning scientist turned photographic artist.   The images featured in this exhibition were selected among Gilbert’s extensive collection of images produced in the last several years and are some of the best examples of Gilbert’s most minimalist, abstract, painterly, and colorful works.  

Gilbert, a retired Harvard University professor won a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in DNA gene sequencing.  As a scientist, Gilbert dealt with the invisible world of molecules “One deals with molecules you never see,” says Gilbert.  “One sees patterns in numbers or images that one interprets in an experiment to tell us the structure or the function of the molecules of life.”  As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could also be invisible to the ordinary eye.  “ I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.” 

Gilbert uses a pocket-size  digital camera to capture his images and uses his computer not only as his digital darkroom but also as his lens to create new realities for the viewer.
