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Khaki Gallery is pleased to present “LEEKS & CHAINS,” a second solo exhibition of photographs by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning 
scientist turned photographic artist.   As the title suggests, the images featured in this exhibition are contrasting  images of chains and other parts of machinery in juxtaposition  to organic images of  vegetables and fruits like leeks and lemons.  

Gilbert, a retired Harvard University professor, won a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in DNA gene sequencing.   Images in LEEKS & CHAINS reflect two sides of Gilbert’s work.  As a scientist, Gilbert is attracted to human artifacts like machinery.  Taken in a decaying, abandoned factory in Warsaw these minimal monochromatic images of chains and other pieces of machinery are beautifully composed and powerful.   As Gilbert says: “they lead one to reflect on the impermanence of the world…”  In contrast to these masculine images, the images of natural  material and vegetable matter are vividly colored and feminine.   As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could be invisible to the ordinary eye.  “ I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.”
