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Khaki Gallery is pleased to present “Green,”   the first solo show of large-scale color photographs by Boston area photographer Christy Romanick.
“Green” is a collection of images shot in Boston urban environments from 2001- 2003.  As the title of this body of work suggests, all the images in this group of work are different shades of the color green.  Romanick’s passion and ability to capture a composition through her viewfinder and to give it a new life is demonstrated throughout this work.  Her unique cohesive surreal vision of industrial beauty was developed through the years, and was not a pre-conceived idea.    In her monochromatic palette, architectural structures are seen as fluorescent patterns of translucent light and space creating an

organic ambiance.

As Romanick describes, “Haunting minimal beauty is what I strive for in my photographs.  What I see and experience is cropped into a simple displacement of the senses.  I challenge the viewer into self-interpretation
by blurring the familiar and strange into a subconscious dreamy-state.  As

an artist, I am interested in experimenting using different techniques with my camera to investigate the perception of banal objects or life situations.  None of my photographs are digitally manipulated.  All effects are achieved through the use of a Pentax K1000 35 mm camera, and Kodak Extra Color Elite Chrome film and various professional and hand made filters.”
Christy Romanick attended Florida Atlantic University in Boca Raton, Florida.  She has participated in numerous group exhibitions in  Massachusetts.  Romanick is also an experimental rock musician.
