Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present “In Color & Beyond,” photographs by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning scientist turned photographic artist.   The images featured in this exhibition are selected among Gilbert’s extensive collection of images produced in the last several years and are some of the best examples of Gilbert’s most minimalist, abstract, painterly, and colorful works. 

Gilbert, won a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in DNA gene sequencing.  Images in “In – Color & Beyond,” reflect two sides of Gilbert’s work.  As a scientist, Gilbert is attracted to human artifacts like machinery.  Taken in a decaying, abandoned factory in Warsaw these minimal monochromatic images of machinery are beautifully composed and powerful.  As Gilbert says: “they lead one to reflect on the impermanence of the world…”  In contrast to these masculine images, there are abstract, colorful, and painterly images featured in this exhibition which emphasize the painter side of Gilbert.  As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could be invisible to the ordinary eye. “I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.”
