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“V a n i s h i n g   P r o f i l e s”

Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present “Vanishing Profiles,” recent photographic works by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning  Molecular Biologist turned  visual artist.   As the title suggests, images featured in this latest body of work are based on series of abstractions created on different variations of a human profile.
Gilbert won a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in discovering a rapid DNA gene sequencing method.  Gilbert says about his work: “I am now following a new passion in creating visual art… I took a photograph of a head, and converted it first into a silhouette and then into an outline.   I then repeatedly shrank that image and superimposed it upon the original image.  By overlapping and inverting that original image, I generated a series of profiles…I became interested in the textures that were produced by this process and turned many smaller areas of the original image into pictures in their own right.  By further overlapping images and differently colored layers, I produced interaction and Moire patterns as well as large variety of brilliant colors in purely aesthetic exploration.”   As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could be invisible to the ordinary eye. “I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.”
