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Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present “En - Lighten,” recent  works by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning Molecular Biologist turned visual artist.  The images featured in this exhibition are infused with a seemingly-  magical light that is digitally produced by the artist.  Some of the images are presented in the form of projection on the walls. 

Unlike his previous works that were based on geometrical patterns, Gilbert’s recent works are based solely on straight lines.  These images exemplify the artist’s delight in color and form, and his search for a three-dimensional effect on a two-dimensional surface. For the first time, his work is entirely created on what the computer can generate.   “In my current work the basic element is a straight, shaded line.  The “Bands Series” explores patterns in color and black and white created from lines, taken either simply or in overlapping groups.  I search for depth beyond the picture plane and for mystery,” said Gilbert. 
Gilbert had a long international career as a scientist, winning a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in discovering a rapid DNA gene sequencing method.   As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could be invisible to the ordinary eye. “I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.”
