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Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present “En – Lighten: Part II – Ovals,”  the second installment of works by Wally Gilbert.  The works featured in this exhibition are videos as well as prints of extracted images.   

In this exhibition, Wally Gilbert takes a new direction and explores abstract videos that exploit moving color projections.   The images featured in the series of “Ovals” contain brilliantly colored, ever changing, intersecting   and interacting ovals of light seen in constantly changing perspectives and angles.  “I want to use these constantly moving images to produce feelings of joy and entrancement in the viewer,” said Gilbert. These images exemplify the artist’s delight in color and form, and his search for a three-dimensional effect on a two-dimensional surface.  As in the “En-Lighten: Part I,” this series is created using the computer as a palette.  
Gilbert has had a long international career as a scientist, winning a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in discovering a rapid DNA gene sequencing method.   As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that could be invisible to the ordinary eye. “I create photographic images of fragments of scenes or of complete abstractions, working on a border between visual reality and emotional affect, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.”
