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Khaki Gallery Boston and Milton Art Museum are pleased to present “A Room of  Light,” recent  works by Wally Gilbert, a Nobel Prize-winning molecular biologist turned visual artist.  The twelve images featured in this exhibition are all on LED light- illuminated frames.   

Unlike his previous works that were based on geometrical patterns, Gilbert’s recent works are based on pure photographic imagery.  These images exemplify the artist’s delight in color and form, and his search for a three-dimensional effect on a two-dimensional surface.  “Some of the images   lend themselves to severe enhancement in color space.  By driving all the pixels to full color saturation, I create an image that loses some of the photographic clarity and achieves a “painterly” quality.  By presenting these images on an LED light-frame, I create jewel-like effects that can light up the room” said Gilbert. 
Gilbert had a long international career as a scientist, winning a Nobel Prize in 1980 for his landmark work in discovering a rapid DNA gene sequencing method.   As an artist, Gilbert reveals to us a world that is often invisible to the ordinary eye. “I create photographic images of fragments of scenes, working on a border between visual reality and emotional abstraction, exploring pattern, color, form, and texture.”
