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Khaki Gallery is pleased to present “micro-macro,” photographs by 
Jennifer Formica and  paintings by Gerald Rojek.   In this exhibition, 
the fabricated microscopic world of Jennifer Formica complements 

and contrasts with the artificial urban landscape of Gerald Rojek.  

Jennifer Formica is an artist living in Williamsburg, Brooklyn.  She 

Received  her M.F.A . at the State University of New York at Buffalo, New York.  Formica is interested in the underlying code of visual signals of  living organisms.  She is captivated by the way in which color, pattern,

texture and form play a role in the natural selection process.   As she explains:   “My color photographs are ephemeral tableaux that are meant to evoke the inner psyche and reveal hidden beauty in organic matter.  In my latest series Micro Nature, I digitally scan microscopic plant and animal matter.   Through this process I am able to magnify, document and abstract an unseen hidden world of complex forms, textures and bright vibrant colors.   My work explores mating, camouflage, natural selection, seduction and the inevitability of decay.”   Formica’s Micro Nature Series were  created by scanning microslides of botanical matter and insects on an Epson 4870 film scanner.  
Gerald Rojek, who lives in Cambridge, Massachusetts,  graduated from Tufts University with a M.F.A. in painting.  Rojek explores  the  look 

and feel of the artificial urban landscape through the colorful arrangement of textures and decorative motifs found in fashion, graphics, and popular culture.  His paintings are meant  to be a playful and visceral counterpoint

to a tradition of flatness in modernist painting. “ My objective is to turn the formalist paradigm inside out so that decoration, texture and plasticity can be figuratively emphasized in an attempt to make  viewers more self-aware of the differential between self and object…” Rojek’s paintings were created using acrylic and gouche paint, light modeling paste, and gesso primed jute canvas.
