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Khaki Gallery is pleased to present Rancho Canada Larga, photographs documenting a ranch by Nahid Khaki.  The exhibition will feature over 40 images in different sizes.  

In her own words, Khaki describes her experience on the ranch: “ Despite the hot sun, my fear of snakes kept me moving.   I was fascinated by the remnants of this once-bustling cattle ranch.  The old tractors, the mill, the rusty trucks, the refrigerators, the decaying washing machines…were all slowly being swallowed by nature.  As the growth of the brush marched relentlessly on, there remained only hints of the ranch’s past life – the ghosts of its former life scattered about.  The dusty brown color of the dry earth and its juxtaposition with the beautiful blue sky reminded me of my Iranian homeland where I spent the first 17 years of my life before landing here 31 years ago.  Although this was not my past, the colors and the earth and the sky were familiar territory for me.  I belonged there even though I was only a stranger from afar.  I became part of the surrounding , yet I felt insignificant.   Only my fear of snakes remained.  That is how it was on Rancho Canada Larga.”
